4) Publishing

Type your final 
copy with 1" 

margins, left-
justify, double 
spacing, & size 

12 font.

Remember...ONE 
TYPED FULL PAGE & 
ONE PAGE ONLY!! 

Indent each 
paragraph 
but don't 
skip lines.

Don't forget 
your title!
